Instructional Techniques and Procedures There will be instruction about history of photography, demonstrations, and presentations of modern and contemporary artists, and multi-media presentations, group discussions and video demonstrations. Student work will be critiqued in group and individual dialogues. Students will be able to critically think for each situation and how to manage the unexpected
Instructional Use of Computer or Other Technology: Students will learn how to use photo editing software (Photoshop). This may include layering, masking, extracting objects, and how to edit images professionally that will prepare them for a job or career in photography.
