Course Description:

Students learn the principles and elements of 3-D design and how to apply them in a variety of studio projects. Students understand and demonstrate the different construction methods needed to create sculpture with a diverse array of media. Students also incorporate digital and multimedia web applications in the creation of the artwork for this course.
