Catalog Description and Pre- and Co-requisites (Same as taxonomy and catalog)


A block of instruction preparing the student for application to the corrections academy which includes the competencies of five corrections courses into one accelerated course. It involves the study of the American Corrections system, normal versus criminal behavior, human development and criminal patterns, specific problems including substance abuse, sexual and medical problems and disorders in a corrections environment. A study of the meaning and function of culture and the social psychological implications of discrimination and involves a survey of minorities in Michigan, attitude formation and professional responsiveness. The nature, composition and dynamics of the prison population as a separate society and law as it applies to the correctional system.
