A career track introduction to the teaching profession designed for students with basic skill levels in reading, writing and math/science. Experiences in the course will include an introduction to: hands on pre-K to 12 field experiences, professional portfolio, teacher professionalism, and technology. Students will begin their professional career path plan as well as investigate opportunities in the field of teacher education.

Student will:

· Demonstrate effective use of the oral and writing process through written reflections, career pathway planning, research related to teaching, portfolio development, and teaching presentations as well as integrated professional career vocabulary
· Through field service experiences and case studies and  self analyses reflections  students will critically evaluate their role in teaching, issues and trends in teacher education, professional growth and behavior and  the nature of teaching in the 21st century
· As a learning community students will problem solve, evaluate team members and collaborate with site supervisors

· Demonstrate the ability to use technology for career development and professional teacher related   experiences. 

· Demonstrate and understand of individual and group differences as it relates to teaching and learning and explain how  cultural diversity and appreciation is necessary for a quality classroom teacher

Instructional Techniques and Procedures
Students in this course will experience best practice  through a variety of technique and procedures including: oral presentations, internet and technology, video taping and reflective feedback, field trips, guest speakers, field experiences through service learning methodologies, research, cooperative groups, personal analyses,  team teaching,  critical analysis, thinking and assessment, case studies. The focus will be strong engagement as a learning community with fellow students and instructors.
